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Primary PE and Sports Premium
Green Lane Church of England Primary is a rural school in the heart of Teesdale and at the centre of our local community. We offer a fantastic education based around achievement and success in a nurturing, holistic environment. At Green Lane we see the ultimate purpose of education as the promotion of “life in all its fullness” (St John’s Gospel, chapter 10, verse 10).

Here education is about more than just academic achievement; it is about developing young people who can flourish in all areas of their lives developing the intellectual, spiritual, moral and physical attributes, becoming proud and respectful members of our community. Our deeply Christian ethos and values are central to the experiences our children have each day as part of ‘Team GL.’

At Green Lane we believe in nurturing the children’s moral and performance character and we see the life skills that sport offers as a vital part of this. We seek to give all our children specialist coaching outside of PE lessons for a six week block each year and we provide all pupils with the opportunity to take part in sporting festivals and tournaments, building up the skills of resilience, determination, team work and above all fun for life in all its fullness! We are very proud of the extra entitlement we offer to children at our school and their achievements (such as winning the Teesdale Primary School Premier League in 2019) are testament to this.

At the end of July the school publishes the percentage of pupils within the year 6 cohort who have met the national curriculum requirement to:
· swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of at least 25 metres
· use a range of strokes effectively, for example, front crawl, backstroke and breaststroke
· perform safe self-rescue in different water-based situations
In 2023 this was 90% of all pupils, following some extra tuition organised by the school
