How Geography links to the Ethos, Vision and Values of Green Lane
At Green Lane, we have developed a high-quality geography curriculum that inspires in our pupils a curiosity and fascination about the world and its people that will remain with them for the rest of their lives. Geography is a subject packed with excitement that explores aspects of the world and helps us to better understand its people, places and environments and the interactions between them. It also helps us understand how and why places are changing, and to better imagine, predict and work towards likely and preferred futures. We encourage an enquiry led approach that seeks answers to fundamental questions such as:
Where is this place? What is it like and why? How and why is it changing? How does this place compare with other places? How and why are places connected?
It is also imperative for children to understand their locality and the world directly around them, with children studying and celebrating their local region, industry, food and how the area is changing. Children are challenged to think deeply and consider how this can relate to them. 


Our Curriculum
The geography curriculum at Green Lane Church of England Primary School aims to develop substantive and disciplinary knowledge in unison to support develop a high level of understanding. Substantive and disciplinary understanding cannot be considered in isolation; they build upon each other. Disciplinary concepts are meaningful only in relation to geographical concepts and issues relying on substantive knowledge. Learners cannot examine ‘cause and effect’ without linking it to geographical processes. 

For example, children cannot understand the process of migration, without identifying the reasons for people migrating, nor can you understand the scale of migration at different times without examining and reading maps, graphs and charts that demonstrate this. 


The Long Term Plan 
At Green Lane Church of England Primary school, we have ensured that the Long Term Plan is sequenced to ensure that pupils revisit 4 key disciplinary concepts across KS1 and 2: 
· Location and Place 
· Change
· Decision making
· Cause and effect




Disciplinary Knowledge 
These concepts allow children to practise the key skills that consist of working as a geographer. Children consistently revisit these disciplinary concepts throughout the curriculum and building on prior knowledge, giving them an in depth understanding in the field. Children are given frequent opportunities to do mapwork, record and interpret data in a range of ways and ask questions based on their findings to help develop and deepen their understanding. 

Substantive Knowledge
Alongside our four disciplinary concepts, we have also carefully selected units that specifically capture the interest of our children and that are relevant to them and their context. Units such as: regional know how, rivers, changing local employment and home is where the heart is. These units allow children to understand the local area around them, while other units inspire and develop understanding of our changing world. An understanding of this allows children to see cause and effect, make decisions based on their knowledge and gives them a broader understanding of change. 
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
