How History links to the Ethos, Vision and Values of Green Lane
At Green Lane, we have developed a high-quality history curriculum that inspires in our pupils a curiosity, fascination and coherent knowledge about our world and its past. Our teaching strives to equip pupils to ask perceptive questions, think critically, weigh evidence, sift arguments, and develop perspective and judgement. History helps pupils to understand the complexity of people’s lives, the process of change, the diversity of societies and relationships between different groups, as well as their own identity and the challenges of their time, something which is more pertinent to our future generations than ever before. It is also important that children understand their local history. understanding more about how their town has developed and changed over time to become the place they live in today.  

Our Curriculum
The history curriculum at Green Lane Church of England Primary School aims to develop both substantive and disciplinary knowledge in a mutually supportive process. Substantive and disciplinary understanding cannot be considered in isolation; they build upon each other. Disciplinary concepts are meaningful only in relation to historical matter, relying on substantive knowledge. Learners cannot examine ‘causation’ without linking it to specific events. When they analyse ‘evidence’, they do so to substantiate claims about historical occurrences. 

Each unit of learning also is underpinned by a big question; this allows children to think more deeply about the historical significance and impact of a period/person studied. Bringing together all aspects of their studies at the end of each unit. 


The Long-Term Plan 
At Green Lane Church of England Primary school, we have ensured that the Long-Term Plan is sequenced to ensure that pupils revisit 4 key disciplinary concepts across KS1 and 2: 
· Historical evidence
· Chronology, change and continuity
· Cause and consequence
· Historical significance 


Disciplinary Knowledge 
As historians, these disciplinary concepts allow pupils to think about and explore the past, just like a real historian. Children gain an understanding of what is at the heart of history as a discipline. By revisiting these four concepts, children can develop an in depth understanding with increasingly complex content, language and skills. Within each disciplinary concept, there are signposts that serve as navigational markers, guiding pupils towards more profound conceptual understandings. Importantly, these signposts are not hierarchical achievements but instead deepen the understanding of each concept over time through analytical thinking, that we aim to endeavor. Within our curriculum, activities and lessons are designed to foster analytical thinking by challenging pupils to think about their own assumptions, dispute their previous ideas and reflect.  


Substantive Knowledge
Alongside our four disciplinary concepts, we also have four key themes that are threaded throughout our curriculum. These include: 
· Civilisations 
· Technology 
· Freedom 
· Migration / Coming to Britain 
This allows children to effectively make links to prior learning and further develop their chronological understanding, make links and identify patterns between cause and effect and evaluate the historical significance of an event not only in isolation but across different historical time periods. 
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
